To be awarded Verified status, an organization must meet GFAS’s
rigorous and peer-reviewed animal care standards which are confirmed by a
site visit and they must also adhere to a demanding set of ethical and
operational principles. The Verification status also provides a clear and trusted means for the public, donors and
grantors to recognize Goodheart Animal Sanctuaries as an exceptional organization.

“We are very proud to announce the recent Verification of Goodheart Farm Animal Sanctuary at The Nickless Farm,”
said Daryl Tropea Ph.D., GFAS Program Director. “They are the first farmed animal sanctuary to be certified by GFAS
in Europe. Founders, David Walker and Dwynwen Jones established Goodheart Farm Animal Sanctuary in 2017 on
92 beautiful acres to provide a lifelong home to more than 300 animals including sheep, pigs, cows, goats and birds.
Under the exceptional leadership of Alison Hood, Goodheart’s team of professionals provides the highest quality of
animal care to their residents as well engaging in several advocacy campaigns including; exposing cruelty and neglect
in animal farming, promoting better legislation, and educating the public regarding the nature of these animals as
sentient beings.”
